How to Break in Your New Glove

Items Needed;
Can of Barbasol Shaving Cream
Old Toothbrush
2 Clean Towels
Can of Pro Stock Glove Conditioner
Glove Mallet
1 Plastic Shopping Bag
1 Large Rubber band
1 Baseball


The 1st thing you need to do is soften the leather.  I prefer to use Barbasol Shaving Cream to clean and soften the leather.  Place some Barbasol Shaving Cream in your hand and rub it in the inside of the glove.  Rub the shaving cream in hard and thoroughly.  Wipe out the excess shaving cream with a clean towel.  Take an old toothbrush and remove the shaving cream from the laces.  Now you need to administer some conditioning cream to the glove.  I prefer to use Wilson’s Pro Stock Glove Conditioner (if that is not available use mink oil).  Make sure you use a cream not a liquid.  The cream rubs in better, where as the liquid seems to go in one place and it will eventually ruin that area in the glove.  After rubbing in the cream, let it sit for about ½ hour.  After ½ hour wipe out the excess cream with a clean towel.  Again take the old toothbrush and remove the excess from the laces.  Take a glove mallet and pound a pocket into the glove.  Don’t forget to bend in the top and side of the glove to help form the pocket.  After you have formed a pocket, place a baseball in the pocket and place a large rubber band around the glove to keep the baseball in place.  Take the glove with the baseball in the glove and put it a plastic shopping bag with a very small amount of water in the bag and place it either on your car windshield or next to a window that gets a lot of sun.  Leave the glove in the bag for a day or two.  After removing the glove from the bag use the glove mallet again to form the pocket.  When putting the glove away in your bag always put a baseball in the pocket, it helps keep the glove in shape.  

If you decide to use glove oil instead of a cream, do not pour the glove oil directly into the glove.  Pour the glove oil onto a clean towel and wipe it on the glove.  
Review:
1. Apply Barbasol Shaving Cream to the glove.  
2. Wipe Excess Shaving Cream out of glove with a clean towel.
3. Use toothbrush to remove excess Shaving Cream from the laces.
4. Apply Wilson’ Pro Stock Glove Conditioner (Cream form).

5. Let the glove sit for about ½ hour.
6. Wipe out the excess glove conditioner with a clean towel.

7. Use toothbrush to remove excess glove conditioner from the laces.

8. Use a glove mallet to form a pocket in the glove.

9. Place a baseball in the pocket of the glove and apply a large rubber band around the glove to keep the baseball in place.

10. Place the glove with the baseball in the glove in a plastic shopping bag with a small amount of water and place the bag on a windshield or next to a window that gets a lot of sun.

11. Leave the glove in the bag for a day or two.
12. Remove the glove from the shopping bag.
13. Remove the baseball from the glove and use the glove mallet to reform the pocket of the glove.

14. Place the baseball back in the glove and place in your baseball bag.
